Paper Boy’s

1. Print the three pages of the paper pattern. Although the design is created for A2 paper  it is not intended that you print on A2 paper. Use the ability of your PDF software to scale the page design to fit your paper. For example, scaling by 48% will fit A4 paper; scaling by 66% will fit A3. Printing on light card is even better.

2. Cut out the design with a sharp craft knife and a cutting board. Using scissors will most likely lead to tears (of the ragged paper type; the hot salty type come later, at about the point where the instructions blithely say ‘insert arm CD into…’)

3. Cut the cut and rejoin line on piece 2.

4. Pre-curve arm BC printed side out. This gives the paper the right curve when you come to insert it later.

5. Pass the single petal attached to arm BC through the central hole of piece 1 from the non-printed side of piece 1.

6. Insert the pre-curved arm BC into the central hole of piece 1 and insert tabs B and C into their slots.

7. Curve arm GF printed side in and insert tabs G and F into their slots.

8. Rejoin the cut and rejoin line of piece 2 using a small piece of sticky tape.

9. Cut the cut and rejoin line on piece 3.

10. Pre-curve arm EF printed side out, and pre-curve arm CD printed side in.

11. Feed arm EF all the way through the central hole of piece 1 from the non-printed side of piece 1.

12. Insert arm CD into the central hole of piece 1 while inserting arm EF into the central hole of piece 2. This is a difficult move that may take several attempts.

13. Insert tabs C, D, E, and F into their slots.

14. Curve arm HI printed side out, and curve arm IJ printed side in so that slot I on one arm lines up with slot I on the other arm.

15. Slide tabs I and J into their slots.

16. Rejoin the cut and rejoin line of piece 3 using a small piece of sticky tape.

17. Roll each petal over, printed side out, and attach to the inside rim of the adjacent teardrop shaped opening with a small piece of sticky tape.

18. You can stop now, with a completed paper sculpture. Technically speaking you will have a perforated Boy’s surface. As an optional step, glue the three teardrop shaped pieces into the openings to complete the surface.
